Impress Printmakers Studio & Gallery is currently accepting submissions for Unique States Impress Print Prize & Impressions 12, 2018 exhibition which will be shown concurrently in the Impress Gallery from 15 November to 2 December 2018. Impress members (paid members by due date) are invited to submit up to 5 unframed prints & drawings for the general members’ exhibition, Impressions 12. 
Further: Impress members can nominate 1 of these print for selection in the Unique States   Impress Print Prize 2018.
Non-members can only submit 1 print for the Impress Unique States Print Prize. 
Prints submitted for Unique States must be unframed and on archival quality paper. Paper is up to 26cm x 20cm (the print image any size up to this limit).

Submissions for Unique States are open to all Australian artists. 
The artwork submitted for Unique States is to be a fine art print (lithograph, etching, screenprint, lino/woodcut, monotype, collagraph, digital print (no reproductions, giclee or photographs accepted).  Artist books will also be accepted.
Unique States will be selected and judged by an independent, qualified judge, whose membership is to be announced. 

A one-page Curriculum Vitae is also to be provided with the Entry form.

Completed entry forms (see below), CV and payment for the Prize are due 10pm October 15, 2018. Entries for the Unique States Prize received after this time will not be accepted.

Works for both exhibitions can be of any genre and not previously shown in an Impress exhibition. Prints for the Unique States Prize must have been completed since January 2017.
There is no limit on edition numbers. Prints can be unique state.

The judging panel will view all entries for the Unique States Prize received and select overall winner as well as four commendation certificates.  At the culmination of the exhibition there will be a peoples’ choice awarded to an artist.  Entrants will be notified of selection by end of 29 October 2018.

Unframed selected work for the Unique States Prize as well as members’ prints and drawings for Impressions 12 must be delivered to Impress, if by mail to PO Box 355 Lutwyche 4030 by Friday 9 November.

Impress Printmakers Studio and Gallery reserve the right not to exhibit work that does not meet the conditions of entry, is damaged on arrival or, in the opinion of the judges, the work received does not adequately match the image sent for the Unique States Prize during the application process.

All artworks are to be unframed. Any specific hanging requirements should be discussed with the gallery coordinator (gallery@impress.org.au) prior to dispatch.

Artists will be responsible for the safe transport of work to and from Impress Printmakers Studio and Gallery and will be responsible for their own insurance during the transit and exhibition period.

It is preferred that an unsold artwork is to be picked up in person at the gallery from 4 to 6 pm on Sunday ...December 2018. For artists living beyond South East Brisbane artwork will be sent back COD in packaging provided as soon as possible after the exhibition period. 

As Impress Printmakers Studio and Gallery is a volunteer-run organisation, exhibiting artists who live within the Brisbane region are needed to volunteer for a minimum of one three – hour timeslot (10am - 1pm, or 1pm - 4pm) to sit the gallery.
